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* Figures can be played in any octave (as long as the dynamics can be observed), except
none should be played lower than the octave below middle C.

* Eighth note pulse can be anywhere between 200 to 300 beats per minute.

* Musicians enter individually in any order but all must be in line with the pulse.

* Musicians can switch to their next figure whenever they finish one but should not
venture more than 5 figures ahead of the last player.

* Two players playing the same figure at the same time need not line up exactly, in fact they
should try to be out of phase with each other.

* There should be no accents other than those indicated and a slight one at the beginning
of each figure.

* At the double stops single line instruments can play either the higher or the lower note
but must be consistent throughout all repeats.

* At the final figure #62, musicians can either drop out or repeat the figure, fading in and out in
different octaves until the last player reaches the end. In larger ensembles some should do both.
