Two distinguished familios of Verona, the
Capulets and the Montagues, have long been bit
ter enemies, their hatred resulting in fierce
quarrels and bloodshed, For a lark, the heir of
the Montagues, young Romeo, goes disguised
to a Capulet banguet, There he wees the lovely
Capulet daughter Juliet, and they fall passion:
ately in love, On her baleony that night they
meet secretly and, declaring theie nvowals, de-
cide 1o wed, They are married in secrel the next
morning by the good Frinr Laurence, who
hopes that their umion will reconcile the warring
fumilies,

At noon in the streets of Verons, Romeo and
s companions meet Tybalt, nephew of the
Capulets, Tybalt is enraged over Romeo's hav
ing attended the Capulet ball, A Rerce fight
with swords commences, Tybalt kills Komeo's
great friend Mercutio. Romeo slays Tybalt, The
Prince of Yerona arrives on the scene and y
banishes Romeo from the land,

The two lovers share one night of bliss to
gether in Juliets bedehamber bhefore Romeo
flees to his exile. Old Capulet, knowing nothin
of their marniage, decrees that Juliet shall wnl‘l
Count Paris, Juliet beseeches Friar Laurence
for help and he provides her with a plan: She
shall consent to marry Paris, On the morning of
her wedding day, she shall deink o potion which _1
will cause her to appear to be dead. Friar Lau-
rence will then send word to Romeo to return

Juliet carries out the plan, and her heart:
broken parents place her in the ancient family
tomb, But before Frinr Laurence's letter can
reach Romeo, a faster messenger brings the
youth word of Juliet's death, Romeo hastens to
Juliet's tomb, There he l'l‘l lares hiumdying |t|l|'c
to the pale, still Juliet, drinks a vial of poison,

Arriving to awaken Juliet, Friar Laurence
discovers ”Il‘ imll\f ul Hllllll'l!. “r‘ lllf‘idl “lth
Juliet 1o escape from the tomb and join &
sisterhood of nuns. She refuses. Her sole wish
in to follow her young hushand to death, Sele
ing Homeo's dagger, she plunges it into her
heart and falls aoross his body.

News of the tragedy spreads throughout the
town, The bodies of Romeo and Jlllil"l wre car-
ried to the Prince’s Palace where the Capulets
and Montagues gather, Enjoined by the Prince
to conwider the tragedy that has resulted from
their quarrels, the two fumilies make their be
lated prace,
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
